After installing the batteries, you can immediately program the
Nebula Catalyst 34 remote to control your Universal TV, VCR or
DVD, Cable or Satellite Receivers, Amplifiers or Tuners, and
Auxiliary devices. To do so, follow the instructions in
“Programming a Device”. For best results, please read and
follow all the remaining instructions. Also, keep this guide for
future reference.

INSTALLING BATTERIES

Your Nebula Catalyst 34 remote requires 2 AA batteries (not
supplied).

Battery Use And Safety
Use only fresh batteries of the required size and
recommended type.

+ Do not mix old and new batteries, different types of
batteries (standard, alkaline, or rechargeable), or
rechargeable batteries of different capacities.

+  Ifyou do not plan to use the remote for an extended
period, remove the battery. It can leak chemicals that can
destroy electronic parts.

WARNING: Dispose of old batteries promptly and properly. Do
not burn or bury them.

To Install Batteries:

1. Open the battery compartment cover (located on the back
of the remote).

2. Place the AA batteries in the compartment and match the
